9.  Discuss your preparedness responsibilities with your employer.  You will likely find yourself in one of these categories.

*** DISASTER SERVICES ***
      1.  Red Cross Disaster Action Teams provide emergency assistance to families affected by disasters, such as fires, floods and hurricanes.

      2.  The Red Cross can provide immediate food, clothing and lodging.  ALL RED CROSS DISASTER ASSISTANCE IS FREE.  No payment of any kind is asked or expected.

      3.  Families needing help should call the local Red Cross office.  This service is provided 24 hours a day.
