B. Typical year assessment(s): Antecedent Precipitation Tool (APT) data for typical year determination 
was calculated based on field collection date denoted on the wetland determination data forms 
(January 13, 2021). Output from the APT indicated "normal conditions” at the time of data collection by 
the agent (Ecological Associates) with a condition value of 13. ATP outputs with a condition value 
greater than 14 indicate "wetter than normal" conditions onsite and may not accurately represent 
typical year hydrologic conditions. For this assessment, a total of 5 weather stations within a ~14-mile 
radius was used 

C. Additional comments to support AJD: This 21.26-acre site can be described as a partially cleared 
site containing a portion of one Jurisdictional Pond, a non-jurisdictional pond (Excluded Water 2), a 
non-jurisdictional wetland (Excluded Water 1), and a non-jurisdictional pond (Excluded 3). LiDAR 
Digital Elevation Model (DEM) data is in agreement with the submitted delineation and USGS 
Topographic maps (Brogdon Quad). This site had a previous determination issued on February 25, 
2013, (SAC-2012-01188-4M). The only changes between the 2013 JD and this JD are slight changes 
to resource acreages.
